Winter Camping Packing List


Mandatory Equipment

· Hiking Boots (Sneakers are not acceptable, insulated boots if available)

· If hiking, day pack with the following

    o compass

    o metal/plastic whistle

    o pocket knife

    o Lunch (If leaving on a Saturday morning)

    o Personal first aid kit

    o Warm jacket

    o rain poncho or raincoat

    o Wool hat

    o Gloves

    o lip balm, chapstick (if necessary)

    o toilet paper

    o space blanket

In duffle or large pack

· Scout Handbook

· Notebook

· Pen or pencil

· Mug (preferably insulated) for drinking 

· Necessary medications

· 50 feet of 1/4 inch nylon rope

· Personal toilet kit

    o biodegradable soap - Ivory

    o face cloth

    o comb or brush

    o tooth brush & paste)

· Flashlight with extra batteries

· WINTER sleeping bag (or summer bag with extra blanket)

· Sleeping pad (Required for cold weather camping)

· 2 shirts (wool best, or flannel) 

· 2 pairs fleece, wool or synthetic pants Strongly recommend against cotton pants like jeans.      They absorb moisture like a sponge.  Fleece pants are definitely the warmest.  Insulated nylon warm-up pants over thermal underwear works OK.  

· Fishnet, thermal or polypropaline underwear 

· Boots (WATERPROOFED) 

· 2 pairs of heavy socks (wool recommended) 

· 2 pairs lighter socks (polypropaline is best, not cotton)

· Fleece jacket or sweatshirt 

· Windbreaker (as is or part of heavier jacket) 

· Balaclavia or stocking cap (wool is best) 

· Parka or heavy jacket 

· Mittens, (WOOL, gloves not recommended for extreme cold except as extra pair) 

· Underwear 

· Extra shoes

· Extra shoe laces

· Small towel

· Toilet paper *

Optional stuff

· Sunglasses with holding loop/laces

· Hat with visor

· Sharpening stone



· Binoculars or camera (pack in zip lock storage bag)


· Kleenex





· Cards, small board games, chess etc. (no electronic games)

· Sewing kit
